Participants receive a unique opportunity 
for work and life skills enhancement 
through technology, the Art from the 
Heart program, health and wellness and 
more. Involvement in music therapy, a 
Special Olympics basketball team, and the 
Helping Hands Aktion Club provide 
opportunities for participants to increase 
social interaction and build camaraderie.  

 

Eligibility 

To participate in Supported Work 
Experience individuals must: 

 Have a developmental disability or 
traumatic brain injury 

 Have a Support Coordinator/Case 
Manager and regularly scheduled 
appointments 

 Be sponsored by a third party or 
funded privately 

 Be able to take care of personal 
needs or have an attendant to assist 

 Meet I-9 requirements 

 Have reliable transportation 
 
Services are referral-based and provided 
through local partner agencies such as:   

 Community Mental Health 

 Local TBI rehabilitation agencies
